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Discipline needs to be allowed in schools
	Once again I find myself walking down the hallway of the elementary school that I work at towards a classroom to get a student that a teacher cannot handle anymore. I’ve worked at the elementary school for five years now and over the years I’ve noticed a steady increase of students that I have to deal with that have major discipline problems. I have personally laid witnessed to teachers and other faculty member being hit with chairs, spit and even punched and of course verbally abused by students. I myself have been victim to some of these events as I’ve worked at the school. Even though I have been attacked and others there’s absolutely nothing that we can do expect to just take what they do and wait for them to be done. What happens to the student who does such a thing? maybe he’ll miss some recess or get kicked out of school for a couple of days but those punishments aren’t doing anything to help the students at all most of them will do it again because they know nothing can be done to them.
	We have become subject to them because they have all the power and because now days you can be sued if you do anything or even spend time in jail. There are many laws in place that favor these types of students and put teachers and other faculty members at a huge disadvantage. The lack of school discipline has led children to take control of what’s being taught and done about discipline the lack of school discipline has led to students taking control and the lack of discipline has led to a spoiled child, as well as a maltreated student has led the rise of discipline problems in school.

In the article “School discipline: Sparing the rod has spoilt the children” by Katharine Birbalsingh. Birbalsingh tells us a story that happened to her” I asked a 15-year-old boy to leave the classroom as he was being disruptive and rude. He refused and swore at me several times. I wrote down what he was saying-because as a teacher today, your word is never enough. He marched towards me, and stood there towering above me, his fist raised,”Gimme the paper, bitch!” he shouted, trying to grab it from my hand. I held on, knowing that if I let go, I’d lose the rest of the class forever. After several attempts to scare the wits out of me-which, I have to say, nearly worked- he let go of the paper and left the room.”(Birbalsingh 1) This story that she gives is a great example of what probably has happened to many teachers and faculty members around the United States and they are left helpless because there not allowed to discipline any student that acts out. 
The ATL or Association of Teachers and Lectures at their annual conference reported that” a quarter of the unions members have been physical attacked in the past 12 months.”(Birbalsingh 1) those numbers so be alarming to all of us, are teachers and faculty members who are trying to teach are future generation about math, science etc. are being physically attacked by students! Why is allowed to happen to our teachers who go through so much time and effort to come up lesson plans to teach our children? It’s because there no real punishment that scares a kid now days, that’s why  teachers need to be allowed to paddle a student who acts out so that the teacher and faculty members and get back control that they should have in the schools. Birbalsingh states that kids blame their behavior problems on the boring lessons that are being taught.” I cannot tell you the number of times I have head children explain away their bad behavior by saying that the lesson wasn’t interesting enough. The result is that history class seize upon the Titanic or Jack the Ripper because of the gore, English teachers make projects out of The Simpsons, and anything considered” too boring” is pushed aside.” That statement alone shows that the students have way to much control of how they should be disciplined and what’s being taught, there’s no wonder why as a country were falling short to many other countries.
The lack of discipline in schools has led students to take control of schools and the lack of discipline leads to spoiled children. In the article “Lack of Discipline Leads to Spoiled Children” by Kela Price is a great article that gives us information on how as parents sometimes we contribute their children’s behavior problems. Price gives us great information “that many parents make the mistake of simultaneously ignoring the positive and rewarding the negative. If you only notice your kids when they wine and cry, you send the message that tantrums and tears are the best way to get your attention.” (Price 2) Price shows us that as parents we often overlook our children’s good behaviors and only give them attention to when there throwing fits. So the child views that when they act badly it’s a good thing, because of this children act out to get attention and not to be distributive at home and in school.
A huge thing that Price brings to the table is when parents don’t hold their kids accountable for actions and not enforcing rules that they have in place. I’ve seen this all around me even in my own life. “While some parents fail to set limits, others set mushy or inconsistent ones, Karp says this occurs when you tell your kids not to do something in a very passive way, but allow them to do it anyways.”(Price 2) this shows us that we need to be firm with are kids when they disobey the rules that we have in place, because if were wishy washy with enforcing rules are kids are going to be confused on what to expect from us. “Refusing to hold your children accountable when he does something wrong sends the message that he never makes a mistake, this teaches your child to blame others when problems arise.”(Price 2) reading this lets us know that we really need to hold our children accountable because if we don’t it will show to our children that whatever they do its okay even when it’s wrong. 
Lack of discipline in schools and lack of discipline of our children and maltreated children all lead to discipline problems with are children. The article “The Maltreated Children fail in School.” by Henderson, Zorika Petic, provides wonderful information on how home life can greatly impact the behavior problems. “Children who often are abused and neglected at home often have behavior problems at other places such as school.” Henderson, Petic 3) they use this information to show us that when a child is behaving badly in school. we need to look not just at the child being bad but to take in account that something could be going on at home like being abused or neglected at that’s why they could be acting out at school.
The article “Student Preference of Teacher discipline style.” By Chiu, Lian, Hwang, Tulley and Michael.
